1. The wedding rings serve as a symbol of the vows you have just spoken. They are the outward and visible sign of an inward and invisible love that binds your hearts and souls together. As they’re made of the most precious of the earth’s materials, so your love is the richest of spiritual values. As these rings are without end or seam, they symbolize the perfection of a love that does not end a love that is eternal. This is indeed our hope for you…. Groom:With this ring, I thee wed. Please accept it as a token of my love. Bride:With this ring, I thee wed. Please accept it as a token of my love.

2. May these rings be blessed as a symbol of this affectionate unity. Your two lives are being joined today into one unbroken circle. Wherever you go, may you always return to one another in your togetherness. May you find in one another the love for which all men and women yearn. May these rings, soon to be on your fingers symbolize the spirit of love that is in both your hearts today….Groom:With this ring, I thee wed. Bride:With this ring, I thee wed.

3. A circle is the symbol of the sun and the earth and the universe, of wholeness and perfection, and peace and love. It is worn on the third finger because of an ancient Greek belief that a vein from that finger goes directly to the heart. These rings mark the beginning of a long journey together. Wear them proudly for they are symbols, which speak of the love that you have for one another. Groom:With this ring, I thee wed. Bride:With this ring, I thee wed. 

4. The wedding ring is a symbol of unity, a circle unbroken without beginning or end. Today ____ and ____give and receive these rings as their intention to make their vows and to make their life one, to work at all times to create a love that is whole and unbroken and to love each other without end….Groom:I give you this ring to wear upon your hand as a symbol of our unity, our love, respect and trust.Bride:I give you this ring to wear upon your hand as a symbol of our unity, our love, respect and trust. 

5. Groom/Bride repeat: With this ring, I give to you my promise that from this day forward you shall not walk alone. May my heart be your shelter, and my arms your home. May God bless you always. May we walk together through all things. May you feel deeply loved, for indeed you are. May you always see innocence in my eyes. With this ring, I give you my heart. I have no greater gift to give. I promise I shall do my best. I shall always try. I feel so honored to call you my wife/husband. I feel so blessed to call you mine. May we feel this joy forever. I thank God, I thank you. Amen.
